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change in distribution presumably occurred because agricultural conversion has 
rendered much of this former habitat inhospitable.  
 
As shown by the Ontario Breeding Bird Atlas (Figure 1), the Bobolink’s distribution in 
Ontario is mostly confined to areas south of the Shield.
